7-6 is somewhat accurate, but includes out of tune notes.
student adjusts these problem pitches with some success.

5-4 exhibits basic sense of intonation, yet has significant problems;
student makes little attempt at adjustment of problem pitches.

3-2 is not accurate and hinders the quality of performance.
